3 Configuration

Cost Object Controlling calculates the costs that incur during a concrete manufacturing situation. It consists of preliminary costing, simultaneous costing and period-end closing. Preliminary Costing calculates the target costs of the order. Simultaneous costing provides an overview over the actual costs incurred on the order so far and compares them to the target costs. Period-end closing deals with allocation of overhead costs, reconciliation between Controlling and Financial Accounting, variance calculation and settlement.

The RA key is a key field in most customizing tables for results analysis. It is used to differentiate types of results analysis / WIP calculation and to assign them to the orders.
