1 Purpose

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a) If you use PERSONALIZED values (for example company code 9999 instead of the default value company code 1000 or shipping point 8888 instead of default value shipping point 1000 and so on), replace the DEFAULT values in the descriptions below by your personalized values.
b) It is not possible to personalize the TARGET values. Thus, it is NOT allowed to choose other values than the listed ones. For example, if the instruction reads that you copy the company code 1000 to the new company code 1010, you MUST USE the value 1010 as target value.
