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Blending
1 Purpose

In this scenario, two batches of CH-2200 (SAPulat) are mixed in a separate resource. The reason for this blending process is that one involved batch (Grade A) is in-spec. and the other one (Grade B) is off-spec. The off-spec. batch (Grade B) is posted to restricted stock by QM. If Grade B product should be reworked it must first be posted to unrestricted use. After that a certain quantity of Grade B product can be blended with Grade A product to attain a suitable batch quality. The blending process leads to an in spec batch of CH-2200 (SAPulat).

For further information about the standard production refer to Business Process Documentation of the Scenario 906 (Repetitive Manufacturing with co product and QM).
2 Prerequisites
2.1 Master Data and Organizational Data

Default Values
